The Scottish Environment Protection Agency, in exercise of its powers under Section 41 of the
Environment Act 1995 and in accordance with Section 42 thereof HEREBY with the approval of
the Scottish Ministers, makes the following scheme of fees and charges.
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CITATION, EXTENT, COMMENCEMENT AND REVOCATION

The Scheme shall be cited and referred to as the Environmental Protection (Disposal of
Polychlorinated Biphenyls and Other Dangerous Substances) (Scotland) Fees and
Charges Scheme 2015 (“the Scheme”).

The Scheme shall apply to Scotland only and shall come into force on 1 April 2015.

The Environmental Protection (Disposal of Polychlorinated Biphenyls and Other Dangerous
Substances) (Scotland) Scheme 2014 shall cease to have effect on 1 April 2015, insofar as
it relates to any period on or after 1 April 2015.

Except insofar as expressly stated herein, the Scheme shall be construed by reference to
the Interpretation Act 1978 and the Environmental Protection (Disposal of Polychlorinated
Biphenyls and other Dangerous Substances) (Scotland) Regulations 2000/95.

appropriate form included with application forms/invoices.
Please note that payment made by credit cards will attract a variable surcharge.

By Cash

With effect from 1 April 2016 and on every anniversary thereof, SEPA may increase all
charges and fees under the Scheme annually in line with increases in the Office for
National Statistics measures of inflation as at 30 September in the immediately preceding
year. Fees and charges shall be rounded up to the nearest pound sterling.
